Luke, a physician and also the author of The Gospel according to Luke, wrote The Book of Acts. Luke was well-educated, and he wrote in very good Greek style. Luke was a Gentile, meaning that he was not Jewish. We might think “So what?” nowadays, but that was a really big deal back then… the early Christian church was made up of Jews. But God used this Gentile believer to show that He accepts all people who come to Him through Jesus Christ, and He used Luke to write approximately 25% of The New Testament! 
Acts ends with Paul imprisoned in Rome. Since Paul came to Rome around 61 A.D. and was imprisoned there for two years, the events at the end of Acts took place about 63 A.D. – and it’s believed that The Book of Acts was probably written somewhere around that time.

v.3 – Jesus gave many convincing proofs that He Was/Is Alive! Our Savior Is Alive, people!
vv.6-8 – notice that Jesus didn’t correct the apostles regarding their question… they were correct in saying that the kingdom would indeed be restored to Israel. As believers, we are to have a special love for the Jews; though the majority of them reject God’s Son, The Lord has not forgotten about them. Your homework is to read Romans 11, and then write a summary about what God says regarding Israel and the Jews. That the kingdom shall be restored unto Israel is a very important truth to grasp, because one of the popular teachings in churches today is that we - the church - have replaced Israel. This is not true!
v.14 – note that God’s people were of one mind in devoting themselves continually to prayer! Do we devote ourselves to prayer? 
vv. 15-26 – a new apostle (Matthias) was chosen to replace Judas, the one who had betrayed Jesus and later hung himself.  
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
