First and foremost, THERE IS ONLY ONE GOD. This not only means that we as believers have only One God, it means that there is only One God in existence. Sure, lots of people worship lots of different things and thus make many 'gods' for themselves; however, those things are not ‘god’ in nature. By nature, there is only One God. 

We believe in One God, revealed in Three  Distinct (though not separate) Persons. We do not believe in three gods, nor do we believe that God changes from being The Father, to being The Son, to being The Holy Spirit. There is One God, revealed in Three  Distinct (though not separate) Persons. 
This is what the Holy Scriptures plainly reveal. I don’t fully understand The Trinity anymore than I fully understand the unfathomable depth of Jesus’ love for me - but I believe in both; The Scriptures teach these truths, and so we must either accept them or reject them. Some people want a god that they can fully understand, but that’s a rather silly expectation to have… can a newborn baby fully understand his/her parents’ mind? No – the new child can’t even understand their parents’ language, yet alone their minds! So how can I, as a mortal man here on this earth, expect to fully understand The Nature of The Everlasting and Omnipotent (All-Powerful) God?! 
Actually, the more I’ve thought about it, it’s perfectly natural that The Triune God isn’t so easy to understand; after all, He created us… we didn’t create Him. It logically follows that we ought not to be able to fully comprehend Him. But when we examine other faiths, their concepts of ‘god’ are often easily seen as something a human would make up. Take, for example, the islamic ‘god’ who offers muslim men 72 virgins in paradise; a ‘god’ who offers men (and what do the women get anyway?) more than 70 women to have sex with throughout eternity is a ‘god’ who thinks way too much like a 

man!     …Basically, every other faith is man striving to reach God & be ‘good enough’; Christianity is God reaching towards man because he’s not good enough!       
Many people try to give analogies to explain The Trinity – but doing so has one fatal flaw… nothing and no one is like God, so there is no perfect analogy. God Is Totally and Utterly Unique, and so that means that there is no analogy which is true in every respect. I’ll explain the triangle diagram below in a minute, as I think it can help – but God obviously is not a diagram, and so the analogy can only go so far!
