Galatians 3

Let’s read chapter 3!
FAITH    
In chapter 3, Paul called the Galatians ignorant/foolish, saying that they had been bewitched/placed under a spell. He then brings up the faith / law contrast in vv.1-5 – let's read that section again.

· By faith:  
· We receive The Spirit! v.2 says we receive The Spirit by hearing with faith

· God works miracles among us (v.5)!
· God does these things because we have faith in Him, not because we keep the law

In v.6, we see that Abraham believed God. Piercing question time, y’all! Do we? Am I willing to believe in God, trust His promises, and have faith that He will do what He said He would do – even when I cannot see anything visibly that supports such a faith?
v.8 – God justifies by faith - and let’s look at 2:16 again.
LAW   

vv.15-22 point out that the law came later

· v.18 – Inheritance is not based on law

· v.21 – Law can't impart life

v.19 – So why law? Until The Seed (Christ, v.16) came.

· v.24 – The law is our tutor/teacher/instructor/guide to Christ, that we might be justified by faith! 

· v.25 – No more are we under a tutor/teacher/instructor/guide 
SO GLORIOUS INDEED!
vv.26-29…
· We are sons of God via faith in Messiah Jesus!

· We are clothed with Messiah!

· All one in Messiah Jesus!

· In Christ, we are a descendant of Abraham: we are heirs according to God’s promise!
