FREEDOM

v.1 – Christ set us free for freedom  
· John 8:31-32 

· Notice v.31 – if you continue/remain/abide/stay/dwell/live/endure! 

· John 8:34-36

v.13 – Freedom isn't an opportunity for our flesh. We are to serve others through love. 

FAITH

vv.2-6

· Galatians 2:16

WALK BY HIS SPIRIT

Notice that v.16 in chapter 5 says to walk by God's Spirit. That is to say, as you move about and continue on in your life, walk in The Spirit of God. It doesn't say stop, or sit, or lay down - it says to walk! 

· If you walk by His Spirit, you won't carry out the flesh's desire.
· v.17 - The Spirit and the flesh are totally opposed to each other. 

The flesh's deeds, vv. 19-21.

The fruit of God's Spirit, vv.22-24

· Fruit is borne naturally.
