OUR BROTHER'S KEEPER

v.1 – If anyone is caught in sin
 (this Greek word also means 'wrongdoing, a deviation from truth and uprightness, transgression, trespass'), those who are spiritual are to restore such a one; 'restore' can also be translated as 'mend, set right, put in order again, repair, strengthen, make one what he ought to be.'
 This restoring is to be done in a spirit of humility ('gentleness, meekness, mildness')
, and the one restoring the other is to pay attention to
 themself so that they too aren't tempted/lead into temptation.  

· 'The church is the only army in the world that finishes of its own wounded'

· Peter was restored, as were John-Mark (Acts 15:36-40, Colossians 4:10, 2 Timothy 4:11) and David
· We should restore others, because YHWH (The LORD) restores us! 

· Loving someone also means helping to correct them. 

· 1 Corinthians 10:12-13
v.2 – We are to bear/tolerate/carry/support
 the burdens/weight/troubles
 of one another. In this way, we fulfill ('complete the full measure of') the law of The Messiah. 

YOUR OWN KEEPER

v.3 – If anyone thinks he's something, but is really nothing, he is fooling/deceiving
 himself.

v.4 – Let each person examine
 their own work, and then they can have boasting
 concerning themself alone and not concerning another.

· 2 Corinthians 13:5
v.5 – Each is to bear
 their own load
 (‘load’ also translated as ‘burden, baggage’).  
REAPING WHAT YOU SOW

v.7 – Don't be deceived, misled, led astray, led into error
 - God isn't mocked (μυκτηρίζω – to mock, make a fool of, to turn up the nose or sneer at). Whatever a man sows, this he will also reap.

· Proverbs 14:12, 16:25, 21:2
· Psalm 2:4 – mock/laugh at (לעג)

v.8 – The one sowing to their own flesh, from the flesh will reap corruption, decay, ruin, depravity, death, destruction, wickedness, perishing
. But the one sowing to The Spirit will from The Spirit reap life eternal. 

DOING GOOD

v.9 – Don't tire (also, ‘become discouraged, be weary, lose courage, faint’)
 of doing good. For in due time, we shall reap if we don’t faint
. 

· 1 Corinthians 15:58
v.10 – Therefore as we have time/occasion, we are to do good to all. But above all/especially/most of all/chiefly (μάλιστα), we’re to do good to those of the household of the faith.

· The Bible clearly teaches that we're to do good first and foremost to brothers and sisters
BOASTING

v.14 – May it never be that I would boast except in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ - through Whom (or, ‘through which,’ referring to His cross) the world was crucified to me, and I to the world.

· Galatians 2:20

· Jeremiah 9:23-24
TO WHOM DO YOU BELONG?

v.17 – Paul said that in his body, he carried – he bore - the scars, marks, brands indicating ownership / brandmarks
 of Jesus.
· “Acc. to ancient oriental usage, slaves and soldiers bore the name or stamp of their master or commander branded or pricked (cut) into their bodies to indicate what master or general they belonged to, and there were even some devotees who stamped themselves in this way with the token of their gods…” In Galatians 5:17, Paul says he bears the marks of Jesus branded on his body – that they are “the traces left there by the perils, hardships, imprisonments, scourgings, endured by him for the cause of Christ, and which mark him as Christ’s faithful and approved votary, servant, soldier...”
