Read Hebrews 10
10:1-18

· Old sacrifices couldn’t make perfect. Read again: vv.1-4, and v.11
· Christ’s sacrifice can! Read again: vv.8-14
· We have forgiveness. Read again: vv.17-18
10:19-25

· v.19 teaches how we have confidence to enter the holy place – this word in the Greek means: all-outspokenness; being frank/honest; uttering all; freedom of speech. What a blessing!
· v.22 – draw near to God with a true heart, in total assurance/certainty of faith.
· v.23 – we’re to hold fast the confession of the hope which we have. Don’t waver, because GOD has promised us, and He Is Faithful!
· v.24 tells us to consider how we can stimulate each other to love and good acts. ‘Stimulate’ in the Greek means: incitement, irritation, a provoking. Neat concept, huh? We are to incite/irritate/provoke each other to love, and to do good things!
· v.25 – we’re to keep meeting together. Charcoal example. We’re to encourage (‘to call to/near,’ comfort, cheer on, excite). And we’re to encourage more and more. We could use more encouragers in the church. We all agree with that, right? Well, with the help of The Lord, why don’t we become one? ‘Sounds like a volunteer’ phrase.
10:26-31

· Read again: vv.26-27. Christ Is The Only Sacrifice for sins. There is no other.
· Read again: vv.28-29. Do we think God was ‘Angry’ and ‘Harsh’ in The OT? v.29 – how much more severe of a judgment do those who trample Jesus’ Blood underfoot deserve!
· Let’s use a small analogy here. Let’s say that you were holding a party at your home, and all of your closest relatives and friends are there. You’ve invited your neighbors as well – even that one guy who’s so arrogant and mean. You invite him too, because you want to show him the same kindness you want to show all. You’re all outside in the spacious font lawn, grilling, chatting, and just enjoying each other’s company. Suddenly a car full of muslim terrorists pulls up in front of your home, screaming death to the arrogant and mean neighbor. You and all your guests flee into the house… that is, everyone except your son – your one and only son. You hurriedly call the police, and they promise that 5 armed officers will be there within the minute. But your son is still outside! The terrorists pull out knives, and tell your son – who’s blocking the door – to step aside… they didn’t come for him – only for the neighbor. Your son refuses to let them in, and so they stab him to death and cut him into pieces. As they finish the grisly task, the police burst onto the scene, and shoot all of the terrorists dead. A few days later, you have a funeral service in your front lawn, right next to the spot where your son – your only son – gave his life to save your arrogant and mean neighbor. Everyone is there… except for that neighbor. As your pastor is speaking of your son’s heroism and bravery, you neighbor comes sauntering over to your yard, dressed only in a dirty t-shirt, old shorts, and squeaky flip-flops. The pastor stops, and a dead silence falls over the place. You are all now watching your neighbor. He proceeds to walk over to where your son died, and your neighbor rips up your son’s childhood and life photos that you had put on display there. He tears them up, and drops them on the ground – right on the exact spot where your son’s blood still stains the wooden porch. He then clears his throat with all the strength within him, and hockers a big loogie on top of the shredded photos. How would you feel? And you mean to tell me that God Almighty, Who sent His One and Only Son to save scumbags like us, is going to look upon someone that has trampled Jesus’ Blood underfoot, something far, far worse than what the neighbor in the analogy did – and God’s just gonna’ say, ‘It’s okay – no problem.’?! 
· v.31 – it is a terrifying, frightful, fearful thing to fall into The Living God’s Hands! 
10:32-39

· Read again: vv.32-34. The cross brings suffering.
· Do we have the same heart evidenced in v.34? I don’t, but I want to.
· v.35 pleads with us to not throw off, reject, throw away our confidence. For indeed, it will have a great reward. 
· v.36 – we need endurance. In Greek, this word means: ‘staying under,’ endurance, patience. Do God’s will, and you will receive what God has promised. Once again, let’s take note of two very crucial things. GOD has promised – and God has promised. Read again v.23!
· Read again: vv.38-39. We live by faith. Don’t shrink back! In Greek, shrink back means to ‘let down or lower,’ as in sails. We want to please Him, don’t we? Don’t pack up the sails.  Shrinking back leads to destruction. Have faith, and your soul will be preserved.
