Let’s read John 20
In v.16 we read that Jesus knew Mary by name. Mary had thought that she was speaking to the gardener, but in reality, she had been speaking with The Lord Himself. As others have correctly said, it’s not about what you know in life, but rather, who you know – and even more accurately, Who knows you. Many people claim to know Jesus, but the real question is: Does Jesus know them?
· Matthew 7:21-23
· 1 Corinthians 8:3
· Galatians 4:9
In v.19, we find Jesus’ students/disciples fearful of the Jews… and in the midst of their fear, The Risen Savior comes to them and says, “Peace to you all.” Jesus showed them His Hands, and His Side also, and His followers rejoiced when they saw Him. The Lord again repeats to them, “Peace to you all.” And when Jesus appears to them some days later, He says these words of comfort to them once again – “Peace to you all.” What can we take from this? Well, we ought to note that when we are fearful, we serve A Savior Who Is One Who Comes and speaks peace to us. Life is indeed full of trying circumstances, but if we would only hear Jesus speaking to our hearts, ‘Peace to you,’ those trials would quickly fade as we became engulfed in the all-consuming waves of His peace and love!
· He Is The God of Peace (2 Corinthians 13:11)! 
· He Is The Lord of Peace (2 Thessalonians 3:16)!
· Peace! – Romans 1:7, 1 Corinthians 1:2-3, 2 Corinthians 1:1-2, Galatians 1:2-3, Ephesians 1:1-2, Philippians 1:1-2, Colossians 1:2, 1 Thessalonians 1:1, 2 Thessalonians 1:1-2, 1 Timothy 1:2, 2 Timothy 1:2, Titus 1:4, Philemon 1-3, 1 Peter 1:1-2, 2 Peter 1:1-2, 2 John 1-3, 3 John 15, Jude 1-2, Revelation 1:4-5!
And note that when Jesus’ disciples saw Him, they rejoiced. That’s what Jesus does – He brings joy to the hearts of His people! 
vv.24-29 – Thomas required physical proof before he would allow his heart to believe. (But lest we pounce too quickly on him for his unbelief, let us examine our own hearts – don’t we often struggle with unbelief as well? How many promises has The Lord made unto us in His word? And how many times do we still doubt Him?) When Jesus sees Thomas, He invites him to see and examine Him… He tells Thomas not to be unbelieving, but to be believing.
· 1 Peter 1:6-9
And despite the absurd claims of many false teachers, the Scriptures do indeed clearly show that Jesus Is God. One such verse is John 20:28 – ‘Thomas answered and said to Him’ - that is, to JESUS - “The Lord of me and The God of me!” That’s pretty clear, huh? ! Notice that the verse specifically shows Thomas answered, speaking to Jesus, saying – as the Greek literally says – “The Lord of me and The God of me.” Let God be true and every man a liar.
vv.30-31 point out that Jesus did many other signs in His disciples’ presence which were not recorded for us in this gospel. But the signs that were recorded in this book were written that we would believe that Jesus Is The Christ, The Messiah; that we would believe that He Is God’s Son; and that, believing, we would have life in Jesus’ Name.
Do you believe that? Do you believe that Jesus Is The Messiah? Do you believe that He Is God’s Son? If so, then – in His Name – you have life! Let’s close with 1 John 5:9-13
