Notes on 1 Timothy 1

Read chapter 1
v.1- God is our Savior. Not man, not church. GOD.
The Messiah – Jesus – He is our Hope. Hope can be found in no one/nothing else.
v.2- God our Dad, and Messiah Jesus our Lord... they give grace (what we don't deserve), mercy (not giving us what we do deserve), and peace (wholeness/completeness).
vv.3, 4- Stay @ Ephesus. Why? To instruct people not to:
I. teach strange teachings/doctrine;
II. give attention to myths/unending genealogies.
v.5- Our goal: love coming from a heart that's pure, a conscience that's good, and faith that is sincere.
vv.6-8- Some people have gone into fruitless/pointless discussions. They want to teach the Law, but they don't even understand the things that they say – nor the matters they speak confidently about. (Know what The Word says, and use It rightly!)
v.11- We serve The Blessed God, and His Gospel (Good News) is Glorious!
v.14- Our Lord's grace is more than abundant. It goes way beyond what we need.
v.15- Faithful/True is this idea: The Messiah, Jesus, came into this world - to save sinners.
v.16- Jesus, The Messiah, has patience that is perfect.
v.17- Our King is Eternal (without beginning or end), Immortal (not subject to corruption or decay), Invisible (nobody's seen Him or even can do so), The Only God (there is no other God). To Him be honor – and glory – to the ages of the ages. Amen!
vv.18-19- Paul entrusted this command (I assume referring to 3-5) to Timothy. Paul wanted him to fight the fight which is good, to keep faith as well as a good conscience. 
vv.19-20- Some had rejected faith and a conscience that's good; regarding the faith, they suffered shipwreck. Paul names two of them: Hymenaeus, & Alexander. Paul gave them over to Satan (the accuser) so they'd be taught... don't blaspheme!
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
