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Many people have thought upon the following questions, “Where did God come from?,” “Who made God?,” “How did God come about?,” and “Was there anyone/anything before God?” The problem is that we often try to put God in a box based upon what we can or can’t do. What I mean is this: we live inside of time – we all are controlled by time, and there is no way to change that. All people have 24 hours each day, and thus we grow older and change based upon time. We are born on a specific day, graduate school on a specific day, get married on a specific day, and die on a specific day. And so naturally, we are confused when we try to contemplate God, because everything that we see around us has a beginning and an end. Your dog was once a puppy, and someday they will unfortunately die… all things have a beginning and an end in our time-based existence. But God is not controlled by time like we are – He had no beginning, and He will have no end. 
Of course this is pretty hard to understand, but there are many things in life which we can’t understand though they are still real. For instance, why do our hearts beat? Nobody can explain that exactly! Sure, we can analyze how they beat, and how blood enters and exits and all that stuff, but none of us can really explain exactly why our heart beats… it just does. 
And so when we think of the questions above, we first need to remember that just because we can’t understand something doesn’t mean it’s not true; there are many things in life that we can’t fully understand, but they are still real. 
And the second thing to keep in mind is this: we are controlled by time, but God is not. This used to be hard for me to understand, but then I read a really good example written by a man named C.S. Lewis – he’s the guy that wrote the Narnia stories a long time ago. C.S. Lewis gave an example of an author writing a story: in the story, the characters are controlled by time, but the author himself obviously is not controlled by the characters’ time. For example, an author could write something like this, “All of a sudden, there was a loud knock at the front door. Amy ran to the door and…,” but then the author heard his phone ring, so he stopped writing and got up and answered the phone. It was his old buddy Joe, and they talked for almost an hour. After the conversation, the author made a sandwich, and then went for a walk through his neighborhood. After returning home, he checked his email, fed the dog, and then went back to his story and wrote, “…opened it, only to find a little boy running away laughing.” You see, for the characters in the story, there was a sudden knock, Amy ran to the door and opened it, and she saw the little prankster running away. For Amy, all of this happened immediately; but the author stopped the story, talked to a friend, had lunch and so on – all this happened because the author himself was not controlled by the time in the story. And I think that’s a really good example when we think about the questions above… we need to understand that God doesn’t ‘get older’ like we do, because He’s not bound by our time limitations. He Is The author, and He’s not controlled by time like we are.  
And so, “Where did God come from?” Nowhere. “Who made God?” No one. “How did God come about?” He didn’t… He always was, and He always will be. He has always been God, & He will always be God. How is this possible? I have no idea! I’m not God, and so of course I cannot totally understand Him. But in the Bible He says that He has no beginning or end; and since God can’t lie, we need to simply trust what He says. 
“Was there anyone/anything before God?” No. God made everything and everyone. Some people laugh at us who believe in God, and they mock us because we believe in Someone Whom we can’t see. But I believe in many things I can’t see. I believe in wind, though you can’t see it. You can see its effect, but you can’t see the wind itself. And I believe in gravity; you can’t see gravity, but you can definitely see its result. The statement, “I don’t believe in God because I can’t see Him” is as dumb as saying, “I can’t see gravity, so it must not exist.” I can choose to not believe in gravity, but you know what? If I go to the top of a huge skyscraper and jump off, I can choose to not believe in gravity all I want, but that doesn’t change the reality of what will happen to me! And it’s the same with God. You can choose to not believe in God all you want, but your belief doesn’t change the reality that God does exist, and that one day He’s going to judge you for how you lived your life. 
We can choose not to believe in God, just like we can choose to jump off enormous skyscrapers – but I don’t really recommend doing either one of those things!  
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
